
CONTEMPORARY 3X3 CORRUGATED METAL

ACTUAL SIZE: 34-3/4 in. L x 34-3/4 in. W x 31-3/4 in. H

Kit Contents

Stand up the completed 
sides, cleats facing in.  
Insert shelf boards with 
cleat into the holes in the 
legs to connect the sides.

Place the bottom boards on the cleats to complete the planter 
and shelf. Lay down landscape fabric prior to filling with soil.

Note: Boards will have small gaps between them to allow for 
drainage.

Slide the preassembled sides in the grooves of the legs. 
Make sure the cleats are pointing the same way.

Repeat to build second side.

Slide the preassembled sides 
in the grooves of the legs to 
complete the sides.
